It is then filled with animal life; a new creation is launched in
the middle of the old one. There are two of every animal, but seven pairs
of every clean animal, indicating that sacrifice is coming. Noah, it
seems, is going to be a new priest in a new world.

Genesis 6:5-14; 7:4-5, 11-17; 8:1, 6-12, 15-17, 20-22; 9:1

The LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth,
